With the paddy field, we can plant rice throughout the year. | save on fertilizer costs
because | make my own fertilizer, and | save on pesticide costs because | make my
own organic pesticides from banana saplings. Everything | plant on the paddy field
ridges can be eaten, or sold at the Lao Wieng Floating Market. These days, | have
income, | don’t need to buy food, my debt has decreased, and | am never in need of
anything. | have enough to eat and live on, and my family is very happy.
